Grading Rubric for Daily Grades in Physical Education


Each student will be assigned a point value based on attendance, work ethic, and attitude at the end of each physical education class. The point value will be assessed on a ten point scale.  Depending on the activity…..point value may be doubled.  The method that will be used to assign that point value is as follows:

· 10 = Student is dressed, does his/her personal best, displays a cooperative   attitude and follows directions during the entire lesson. (10 points)

· 8 = Student is dressed, works moderately hard, does not disrupt the class with behavior problems, has a positive attitude, and follows directions during the entire lesson.  This student is not trying to better him/her self, He/she is simply trying to get by doing decent work.  (8 points)

· 7 = Student is dressed, works a moderate level, and follows directions during portions of the lesson.  This student is trying to not be noticed by the teacher.   He/she is attempting to escape physical education, not participate in it. (7 points)

· 6 = Student is dressed, does not do his/her personal best, does not follow directions, and is disruptive in class. or student does not dress for class, but does participate.  (6 points)

· 5 = Student is dressed but asked to sit out of activities due to behavioral problems.  An entry to a discipline form may also be made. (5 points)

· 0 = Student is not dressed and chooses not to participate.  This is considered insubordination and the student can be sent to the dean.


or

Student has an unexcused absence for that class period. (0 points)
**A bonus point may be scored each day for showing an exemplary attitude, helping others without being asked,  working extra hard to improve.

Students are required to participate in physical education everyday.  Students need to remember their change of clothing everyday.
